Westfield and Platt Bridge Primary Schools which offer up to <10* places 
for children age 3 -11 with speech language and communication needs 
including those with ASD

With regards to the services for children and young people, from a short breaks perspective we commission Landgate outreach service and we are funding Leisure for Autism to provide summer holiday activities.  We have many other services which are fully inclusive such as Leisure for All, Crossroads Care, Embrace Wigan and Leigh and do have children and young people with autism.
