6. What the typical process should be for an adult in your area first asking their GP for an assessment for autistic spectrum disorder to receiving a diagnosis/support?

Response – 
- GP uses screening tool developed by ADRC to determine whether referral is 

appropriate.

- GP refers to ADRC using Referral Form (and includes copies of any recent 
reports from AMH).

- Self-rating measures are sent to patient for completion.

- After these have been returned and background information collated and 

discussed by clinical team at ADRC patient is sent appointment – Patient attends 

appointment (with parent or carer if necessary).

- Appointment – Developmental history is obtained. Autism Diagnostic 

Observation Schedule (ADOS) carried out. Assessment of executive functioning, 

information processing and social perceptual skills is carried out.

- Report is written – the report incorporates strategies and signposting for further 

habilitation needs as necessary.

- Case is discussed by clinical team.

- Patient is sent appointment for feedback and report is given to the patient. 
*Please note that this process is only in place for this year and from next year will be carried out locally.
