This information has not currently been collected as a specific diagnostic category and is the rationale for a planned change in the guidance for all commissioners and providers from the NHS Information Centre

Adults - Single point of access through to 2 options

· For those with learning disabilities – Cheshire and Wirral Partnership NHS Foundation Trust’s health staff within commissioned CLDT able to assess using both DISCO and ADOS

· For those without learning disabilities – Greater Manchester West NHS Foundation Trust’s staff within the Trafford Extended Service able to assess using ADOS +  

Children – Single Neuro-developmental Care Pathway developed which includes staff from Paediatrics, Children with Disabilities and CAMHS using ADOS + 

4. What agencies or teams you have that work with autistic people, provide support/services, strategise, etc. 

All commissioned services required to ensure equal access to people with ASC and a variety of specific agencies/teams noted in 3 able to provide specialist support

6. What the typical process should be for an adult in your area first asking their GP for an assessment for autistic spectrum disorder to receiving a diagnosis/support.

Ask GP for Adults to refer into either GMW’s Trafford Extended Service using the shared referral form or Trafford Council/CWP Community LD Team using the standard referral mechanism – The information will then be reviewed through the agreed Single Point of Access and decisions confirmed which of the 2 options are appropriate 

Ask GP for Children to refer into the Neurodevelopmental Care Pathway via the new Service Coordinator post based with Trafford CAMHS at Basford House, who will then liaise with the appropriate staff from Paediatrics, Children with Disabilities and CAMHS
